RESTAURANTS

THE MOONRAKER RESTAURANT is located at the back of the Bibury Stand. Situated on the first floor, the

restaurant can be accessed by lift. Its capacity is 130 people and due to its popularity advanced booking is recommended. There is a

maximum of 12 people for table bookings in the Moonraker Restaurant.

The table is yours for the duration of the race meeting and includes a complimentary afternoon tea at afternoon race meetings. The

cost is £47.50 per person.

THE CONSERVATORY is adjacent to the Moonraker Restaurant but has good views of the parade ring. With a maximum
capacity of 36, advanced booking is recommended and a there is a maximum table booking of 8 people. The cost is £49.50 per

person.

The prices quoted above for the Moonraker and Conservatory are for the meal only. Bibury Enclosure admission badges (£20 per

person) are required and drinks are also additional, however, racecards are provided at your table.
